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NUTRIENT POLLUTION Girraween’s wet and dry
heathlands, low in nutrients , provide perfect
conditions for plants and animals that have evolved
there. Urban runoff, high in nutrients , overloads the
system and disturbs the balance.

WEED INVASION Disturbance and nutrient pollution
provide suitable conditions for germination of weeds. b & N
TOO FREQUENT FIRE Many heathland plants
require occasional fire to produce viable seed, but
2 may become extinct if artificial fire regimes are too
frequent.

DUMPING OF HOUSEHOLD and GARDEN WASTE
Rubbish smothers natural vegetation. Weeds take
root and out-compete native species

UNLAWFUL USE BY TRAIL BIKES AND OFF
LEASH DOGS Disturbs the wildlife and causes
erosion.
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
